Mark: Welcome to LifeTalk for June 2007. I’m Mark Crutcher, here again with the usual suspects: Cheri Johnson, Troy Newman, and Johnny Hunter. We’ve got a lot of good stuff for you here this month but, like always, the first order of business is LifeTalk News with Alan Ackles; you’re up Alan.

Pro-Life News:

Alan: Thanks Mark,

In Illinois, Joseph Scheidler, National Director of Pro-Life Action League organized a picket at the fundraiser for Mercy Home's for Boys and Girls, a Catholic organization, after the Home invited pro-abortion presidential candidate, Hillary Clinton to speak.  Scheidler told Life Talk News - QUOTE - We were there to primarily picket Hillary. We were going to picket her when she came to Chicago; it just turned out that it happened to be a Catholic Institution's fundraiser - UNQUOTE.  Scheidler asked Fr. Donahue, the home's director, to cancel the invitation based on Clinton's staunch support for abortion rights. Fr. Donahue stated that although he was not consulted about the invitation, he could not rescind it. Scheidler said that there seemed to be a disconnect since the Catholic bishops have stated that Catholic institutions may not provide a platform for pro-abortion politicians. 

In other news involving Joe Scheidler, U.S. District Judge David Coar has ruled in a national class action suit that Scheidler and the other pro-life advocates did not violate federal racketeering laws in their protests. In 1986, the National Organization for Women claimed that pro-life protests outside abortion mills constituted extortion and could be prosecuted under the federal Racketeer Influenced and Corrupt Organizations Act.  In 2006, the US Supreme Court ruled against NOW. After that ruling, however, NOW convinced the Seventh Circuit Court of Appeals to keep the case alive. But the case was sent back to Judge Coar who vacated all injunctions issued against the protesters. With this ruling, the fraudulent RICO case against Scheidler is finally over.

Also in Illinois, a Federal Court has ruled that an ordinance from Granite City regulating the size of the signs that pro-lifers could carry violates the group's first amendment rights. Pro-life counselors, Angela and Daniel Michael who head the Small Victories ministry in Highland filed the case against the city.  Tom Brejcha, chief counsel of Chicago's Thomas More Society represented the Michaels and called the victory, gratifying. 

In St. Louis, Archbishop Raymond Burke has resigned from the board of directors of the Cardinal Glennon Children's Foundation after it allowed rabid pro-abortion rock singer, Sheryl Crow, to perform at one of its events. Burke said that despite the fact that the foundation is a Catholic organization, its leaders refused his request that they not allow Crow to sing at the event. Burke said that allowing such a person to perform would give the impression that the Catholic Church is inconsistent in its pro-life teaching. 

In the growing trend of pro-choice violence, Texas pro-lifers were assaulted while peacefully holding pro-life signs. The group was standing with their signs when a black SUV stopped and sprayed them with ink from large water guns. John Pisciotta, co-director of Pro-Life Waco told Life Talk News that they took the attack very seriously and that it was clearly pre-meditated.  Waco police spokesman, Steve Anderson told Life Talk News that 23-year-old Hunter Thompson and 22-year-old Amanda Duran have been arrested and charged with a Class A criminal mischief. Officer Anderson pointed out that the two suspects could face a fine of four thousand dollars and up to one year in jail. 

In Missouri, St. Louis pro-choicer, Dameon Gatson, offered his roommate, Paul Petersen $200.00 to terminate his girlfriend's pregnancy, because he didn't want another child. In the criminal complaint filed in Hennepin County, Police said that Petersen admitted going to the woman's home, confronting her and pushing her. The victim says she was six month's pregnant with Gatson's baby when Peterson punched her in the stomach two or three times, causing her to go into labor.  The unborn child, Destiny Jayden Gatson, was born one pound, nine ounces, but died nine days later in the hospital. In a press conference about the incident, police said that Gatson's motives were to extricate himself from the responsibility of fatherhood. Gatson and Petersen, were charged with second degree murder in the baby's death.  Each was also charged with first-degree felony assault on the victim. 

In Alabama, The Center for Choice - an abortion mill in Mobile - has closed.  A local paper stated that the clinic's registered agent, Patricia Mitchell, was previously arrested and convicted of reckless endangerment after she brandished a handgun at pro-life demonstrators. The clinic was said to have grossed over $81,000.00 in blood money annually, since it opened in 1994. The Reverend Robert Reed of Victory Baptist Church who organized many of the pickets at the mill, called the closure another victory for pro-lifers. He told Life Talk News that his group will now turn their attention to the one remaining death camp in Mobile - a Planned Parenthood facility. 

And finally, for many years, Amnesty International has assured the public that they are neutral on the abortion issue.  However, recent information has unearthed a buried policy supporting abortion rights. In the "Member's Only" section of their website, the organization states that they support abortion in - QUOTE - particular circumstances - UNQUOTE.  While the public is still told that Amnesty takes no position on abortion, behind the scenes, Amnesty calls for the removal of all criminal penalties against those that seek or provide abortions and calls on states to ensure access to abortion services, based on rape, incest, or anything else that might affect the women's health.

Mark, it's back to you...

Mark:  Thanks Alan. Well, here we are at the pro-life mother ship, trying to get everything going here.

Cheri: With three of my favorite fellows in the world, by the way.

Johnny: Glory.

Troy: Well, she’s laying it on thick this morning.

Mark: Boy, she is. I don’t know what you’re wanting, but your not getting it. 

Troy: A raise.

Mark: We had some really interesting things that we talked about last month that were going to happen and now they’ve happened and we’ve got the people on the line here that made them happen. One of them is, ACOG, American College of Obstetricians and Gynecologists had their annual convention. Some people took some of our brochures, our little “Speak Out” brochure, talking about what it’s like being an abortionist out there, and handed out about 2,000 of them. The guy who led that effort was Dan Holman from Keokuk, Iowa, and Dan’s joining us. Hello Dan?

Dan: Hi Mark.

Mark: How are you doing sir?

Dan: I’m doing great.

Mark: Well let me, first off, let me read, if you think this is not a radical pro-abortion organization let me read what they said after the partial birth abortion ban was upheld by the Supreme Court. Quote- Today’s decision to uphold the partial birth abortion ban of 2003 is shameful and incomprehensible to those of us who have dedicated our lives to caring for women. It leaves no doubt that women’s health in America is perceived as being of little consequence-UNQUOTE. Now, this man is a physician so that means that he knows good and well that he’s lying through his teeth there. A partial birth abortion has nothing to do with protecting the health of women; it cannot be done. 

Dan: Well, Dr. Josef Mengele was a physician too.

Mark: Absolutely; that’s exactly right Dan. Well, Dan, you guys took some of these “Abortionists Speak Out” brochures that we produce to the ACOG convention and were handing them out to the attendees going in and out. What was your reaction, a response from that?

Dan: Well, some of the doctors, you know, complained to us that they don’t do abortions and they try to distance themselves from that part of ACOG. But at the same time you can’t, you know, your besmirched with the blood of the innocent babies when you belong to an organization that sanctions abortion. ACOG has never seen an abortion they didn’t like and they’ve never met an abortionist that they wouldn’t certify. We had a core group of eight people that ministered for three or four days, out there. Four of us were from out of town, and Janet’s from here, Michael Fray and Don and myself. And then there were four people that were from California that traveled quite a ways. Sharon Guengerich and her daughter and Ann Francis and Ron Brock drove this truth van around out there, during the entire conference. 

Mark: So, they knew you were there?

Dan: Oh yeah. And in fact, they had 350 vendors that were competing for attention at this convention, listening to us, and millions of dollars from the drug companies and people that you know are peddling.

Mark: Right.

Dan: We got the most attention. This is the fourth year that we’ve been attending this convention. I didn’t attend it one year, but it’s been covered by pro-life people for four years. It was a great way of bringing the attention on the their policies which basically shape the policies of the nation.

Mark: Well, I know that you had an impact out there because I got an angry call from the hotel manager that said you guys were slipping these things under the doors of hotel rooms. So, I know you had an impact and that’s the thing that you have to remember is, very often, you’ll have people say, “well we handed out some brochures but nobody came up to us and said, ‘oh I was a pro-abort and now I’m a pro-lifer’”. Well, it doesn’t work that way. You cast this out there, you cast this bread on the water and you just have to have faith that it has an impact, because I guarantee you that it does.

Troy: You know, it has such a great impact too because this is a focused effort. You’ve got thirteen to fifteen thousand obstetricians and gynecologists gathered in one spot, and we would presume about twenty percent of them would either be abortionists or considering doing like a level-two type of abortion physician. And you’re making the abortion industry a parrot. And Dan is saying, you’ve got all of these vendors spending millions of dollars for the attention of these ob/gyn’s and who gets the most amount of attention? Pro-lifers… with a handful of tracts.

Mark: A simple little track.

Troy: Standing on public street corners. So I applaud this effort.

Mark: I do too.

Cheri: Are any of these doctors pro-life in this organization?

Mark: Well, sure.

Dan: Yes, they do have a pro-life membership, but they aren’t really doing much. You know, they are trying to change the organization from the inside out.

Mark: Well, they’ve probably been shouted down so much.

Troy: Well, when we were there in New Orleans and Pennsylvania at the ACOG convention a few years back, the APLOG- the American Pro-Life Obstetricians and Gynecologists president came out and thanked us for being there. And what he said was very interesting, he says, “It’s kind of a good cop/bad cop scenario. You guys are out here with the large graphic pictures and haranguing these abortionists and then we get to come in on the other side and say, we’re the reasonable one’s”. No, you don’t want Troy Newman or Dan Holman standing in front of your house with a picture of an aborted baby so you need to not do abortions, nor need you support abortion.

Mark: Right, absolutely.

Cheri: So, these at this convention, these are people that will walk in one room in a hospital and deliver a baby and walk to another room and abort a baby.

Troy: Some of them, right.

Dan: Right. They’re paid assassins, basically. Give me a baby and a blue or pink blanket or your baby’s head on a platter, however you order it.

Johnny: Why do some of these guys still belong to this organization if they know it’s so loaded with abortionists in it?

Dan: Well, they can’t practice medicine, you know, American medicine if they… it’s a union, is what it is.

Mark: Yeah. That’s basically, that’s right.

Dan: And they set the policies for the nation, and they may not necessarily be good for you, but they’re certainly profitable from them. Profit is the bottom line in this whole organization.

Mark: It absolutely is. Well, thanks Dan, thanks for what you’re doing.

Cheri: Thank you.

Dan: All right. Thanks for having me on.

Mark: And thanks for joining us today.

Troy: An interesting point about this, all of these obstetricians get together and they have to have additional credits yearly in order to maintain their Dr.’s license. And so they come to these conventions to get additional credits

Mark: As if they need credits.

Troy: And they teach how to do abortions, partial birth abortions, first-trimester abortions, RU486 abortions, at these conventions. So this is an excellent spot to get all of the abortionists in one area.

Mark: Absolutely. Well, we had another event out here that took place out in Michigan and last month we told you guys about it. Dr. Levon Yuille, we provided some brochures and stuff to him, our “Lynching is for Amateurs” brochures.

Johnny: My favorite one.

Mark: Well, I’ve got an update on it that’s even going to push the envelope a little bit more. I think you’ve already seen that. Dr. Yuille is joining us from Ypsilanti, Michigan. Hello, Dr. Yuille? 

Dr. Yuille: Hi, how are you doing today?

Mark: Fine sir, how are you doing?

Dr. Yuille: Doing just great and good morning to every one there.

Johnny: Amen.

Mark: Now, you attended the NAACP convention this year, with our brochures. Did you not?

Dr. Yuille: Yes we did. And I want to thank you, again, for those brochures. And it really helped us, folks hearing about it and we had about 100 pro-life folks that showed up to be part of this demonstration.

Mark: Wow.

Dr. Yuille: Catholics, Protestants, blacks, whites, you know, little, small, big. It was quite a group and also Dr. Alveda King came and was part of the demonstration. And we passed out thousands of those brochures that you sent us.

Mark: Now, we sent about 10,000 of them. Did you get them all out? Or do you still have some of them left?

Dr Yuille: No I still have some.

Mark: Good.

Dr. Yuille: But what we are doing is contemplating; the NAACP is having its national convention here in July and we are thinking seriously about going back for it because this time we would be able to reach their organization from a national level. Even though the dinner that we picketed was the largest, or at least they billed it as such, the largest sit down dinner in America where [there were] approximately 10,000 folks.

Mark: And they had Bill Clinton there.

Dr. Yuille: Bill Clinton was their speaker, and there were, thousands and thousands of people were there. We had the opportunity to share.  Dr. Monica Miller was a social professor at Modonna College; she co-sponsored this activity, and she and other folks were there, talking to folks about Alveda King and myself. We had a bullhorn and we were making people aware of the fact of why we were there. And Dr. Alveda King was just a bold soldier and she was there on that megaphone and cars were coming by the thousands and they had to stop at this particular intersection before they could go into the Cobo Hall. So we had them captive, right there, for about thirty seconds or more. And she gave a good testimony of who she was and why we were there. As always, it’s so surprising to me how many folks will say to us, “why are you out here, we don’t have this going on in our community”. But to say the least, it’s just the opposite.

Johnny: And now, Dr. Yuille, what does the average NAACP person, member, really think about abortion?

Dr. Yuille: A case in point: two ladies, they had gotten the brochure and they had looked at it and they came back and said to our people, “ Does this really happen in the black community?”  It was some black singers going, and this is the happening of the happening here, I mean, their just dressed, you know, every one is in their finest and these ladies couldn’t believe that this was happening in the black community. And this is one of the great deceptions, many of our people, because, regrettably, of our leaders, think that this is something that happens anywhere and everywhere but in the black community. So it was quite a wake-up call for me of those going to the convention.

Mark: Yeah, it’s so odd to me that it’s just the opposite when these people say, “ Oh this can’t be going on in the black community”. Black women make up twelve percent of all American women, but they have thirty-five percent of the abortions.

Dr. Yuille: Exactly. When you’re aborting two thirds of your population. But I lay that right at the feet of our leaders in the church in particular that have been so silent. I was at a church just this past Sunday and I started talking about it and the young lady, she hadn’t even heard of it, what are you talking about? And that’s to our detriment. And these men of God are going to have quite a moment of judgment if they don’t hurry up and wake up and get up and get involved in it.

Mark: Well, I always say whether they’re black or white, it doesn’t matter, when Jesus said, “Many will come in my name and I did not know you”, these are the people that He’s talking about, right here.

Dr. Yuille: Absolutely. And see, when you’re in an area that is extremely union and extremely Democratic and some academia, to the clergy, to the union for this type of thing is smothered. Case in point: we were surrounded by the media, we had all kinds of signs, professionally made signs, homemade signs, the type of the thing that the media likes except for the great big pictures, we had the big pictures, and they totally ignored our presence. Now, if we were just five people who would have had a sign that said, “Bush lied and people died”, we would have been all over TV. But because of our subject they totally blacked that out. One guy, and this is NBC, one of the major networks, one of the cameramen flipped over to us and said, “I’m going to tape and try to get it on the air”, well, past experience let me know that I would be amazed if this was shown in the Detroit area.

Cheri: Do the Al Sharptons and the Jessie Jacksons attend this?

Dr. Yuille: Oh, well you see Jessie Jackson, he grabs fifteen folks and puts a sign on and he gets nationwide coverage.

Mark: They’ll follow him all over the world.

Dr. Yuille: Yeah, now here we are with a 100 people, integrated, black, white, I’m telling you, every denomination, we sent out news media alerts a week before, a month before, and three days to all of the major networks and they totally ignored our presence.

Mark: That’s amazing.

Troy: One thing that they didn’t ignore was the fact that you were there, you met with 10,000 people.

Dr. Yuille: Exactly.

Troy: And they saw those signs and you touched their hearts. They can never remove that from their mind.

Johnny: And I think what is so crucial about it too, Dr. Yuille, is that you’ve reached the actual supporters. These are the people, they came to hear Bill Clinton, these are the people that are giving to the NAACP. And there has got to become a point where people that are giving have to say what in the world is this organization doing here. Here’s an organization that was sent, I am convinced, that they were sent to, literally, watch out for the black race.

Dr. Yuille: Absolutely. And they’re one of the main perpetrators in deceiving the black community. One of the things that happened with us while we were out there, they had two big city buses come and park right in front. They started lining their buses up right in front of us. And someone said, “what is this?” They said we had orders to park our bus. So these are the types of things that we dealt with, but never left. We had a really strong group of folks and they saw that we weren’t going to go and reposition our folks, they had the buses moved. But those were the types of things that happened. 

Johnny: To me, I’m telling you, I’m sitting up here, and I’m almost turning red brother. Because we’re talking about Rosa Parks.

Dr. Yuille: Exactly.

Johnny: And we’re talking about their seated on the bus, that was an incident that just put the civil rights movement into the forefront and here they’re going to use buses to shut you up. To silence you.

Dr. Yuille: Big city buses come in and this was our third year there, so we must be having a good effect. Two things that they did: they blacked out all of the windows in Cobo Hall on the side where we were; they had these black curtains up there. Then they sent the buses, but it was, kind of like, after the matter of the fact, because people saw us going into the hall. But I said, this is just their frantic effort in trying to, as much as possible, try to take as much effect of this demonstration; lessening it.

Johnny: Dr. Yuille, I think you and I both know that it’s getting time for a change of leadership in the black community.

Dr. Yuille: Oh, absolutely. That’s our problem, don’t press that button, I’m very passionate about that. Our leaders have been horrible from every perspective. And I worked with Tom Monahan to form [unintelligible] on not only right to life things but also on sexual orientation things. And our brothers just totally ignore when this gentleman put thousands of dollars here in this county and helping us with things like this. But our leaders are just the opposite and they’re going to have to reckon with the great God of Heaven. I’m appalled at the NAACP, the black church will, except the few fellows, like you know Dr. Hunter, have done a horrible job in educating them.

Mark: But listen that’s all going to change.

Dr. Yuille: Oh yes, absolute. It is changing.

Johnny: Especially with Alveda.

Dr. Yuille: Yes.

Johnny: Because here you have part of the King legacy now taking a stand.

Dr. Yuille: Yes, absolutely. 

Johnny: Just tell me some of the things that Alveda said while she was there… just a couple of quotes from her.

Dr. Yuille: With that megaphone up on full, “ I am the niece of Dr. Martin Luther King Junior. My name is Alveda King, and my uncle would not approve of the black genocide going on in our community”.

Mark: That’s powerful.

Dr. Yullie: And she said that over and over again. As a matter fact, people were stopping their cars, rolling down the window because, you know, they’re in their vehicle and they were taking pictures of Alveda standing on the corner. Some even got out of their cars and came over and stood with her because she was Dr. King’s niece.

Cheri: Dr. Yuille, I would like to know why do you think that these people that you talk to, the NAACP and some of their leaders, why do they brush you off and ignore them when you present them with the truth of genocide in the black community? I would think that they would be very interested in that and want to end that or attempt to end it.

Dr. Yuille: Regrettably, the NAACP and the black clergy, many of these individuals have bought so into the Democratic party and it’s agenda until they know it would be detrimental to their ascending in the party if they would take a stand against that party’s sacred cow - abortion. Because of their personal desire to enhance their own wealth and their own position, they are allowing their people to be destroyed at a record number and I think that’s just as horrible and most certainly a disgrace to these individuals who are suppose to be the protectors of their people. You know, Rosa Park was buried out of Detroit, she lived there before she died, but none of that seems to make any difference as long as they get these big substantial HUD grants that allows them to build million dollar additions to their property and etc, etc, etc. So, regrettably they have been bought, one prophet, Jeremiah said, “For a handful of barley and a piece of bread”, they bless those whom they shouldn’t bless.

Mark: This is a classic example of it.

Dr. Yuille: Yes it is.

Mark: Well, Dr. Yuille you’re doing great work up there.

Dr. Yuille: God Bless you, thank you.

Mark: Thank you sir. And anything we can do to help you, you continue to let us know and we’ll do anything we can.

Dr. Yuille: Listen, pray for us about that July thing.

Mark: Absolutely.

Dr. Yuille: All right now.

Mark: We’re going to be at the forefront of that deal.

Dr. Yuille: God Bless you.

Mark: Thank you. We’ll be right back, after Pro-Life 101.

Pro-Life 101: 

Mark: 

With the political season at our throats again, we're starting to hear more and more of that tired old, "I'm personally opposed to abortion but want it to remain legal" nonsense.  The media is even starting to promote politicians who espouse this view as people of courage and high moral character.  This serves as additional confirmation that the American media wouldn't recognize courage and character if it bit them on the rear end.     

The fact is, this is by far the most cowardly, the most morally indefensible and the most intellectually dishonest position a person can take on abortion.  After all, the only basis for being opposed to abortion is the recognition that it is the killing of a child.  So when someone takes this position, what they are actually saying is, "I understand that abortion is the intentional slaughter of defenseless children but I'm not going to do anything to stop it."  

That raises the question: which other innocent human beings do these people think it should be legal to kill?  Also, are they equally tolerant on other issues?  Presumably, they are also "personally opposed" to rape, armed robbery, racial discrimination, and wife beating.  But will they abstain from inflicting their personal beliefs regarding these issues as well?  

Of course, the biggest frauds of all are these politicians who claim to be Christians but say that they won't impose their "personal views" on others.  In the first place, inflicting their views on others is precisely what politicians are elected to do and every vote they make does just that.  Second, if a politician is not going to be guided by his own personal views, then why would he bother to tell us what his personal views are?  And third, whose personal views is he going to be guided by if not his own?  The reality is, when someone claims to be a Christian but makes it clear that when their faith collides with their politics it is their faith they will abandon, what they are really saying is that God can't trust them.  

So why should we?

Mark: Welcome back. Well, I’ll tell you guys, as probably all of y’all have seen, the Child Predator thing has just recently exploded all over the country.

Cheri: Again?

Mark: Again. Yeah, it kind of goes in these waves but we’re starting to see some real momentum build up in this thing.

Troy: Yeah it’s gaining steam.

Mark: Yeah.

Troy: There’s no doubt. A lot of are picking up on the tragedy with what’s going on, and Planned Parenthood, of course, is on the forefront of that.

Mark: The scandal of what’s going on.

Troy: Absolutely.

Mark: And the criminal activity that’s going on. Just to bring you up to date on a couple of things… in Connecticut, last week it was revealed, a fourteen year old girl impregnated, by a twenty two year old man, almost matching our initial scenario perfectly, was taken for three abortions in six months to the same Planned Parenthood facility, no report made. I’m telling you something, had they reported the first one, the second two would not have occurred.

Cheri: But they would have lost a profit.

Mark: Yeah they would have lost the profit on those last two abortions. And I’ll tell you what I believe. I believe that if the law enforcement people in Connecticut had any guts to them they would indite the people at Planned Parenthood for the continued abuse of this child that occurred after they failed to report it. They are guilty of the rape of this child. I don’t care what anybody says.

Johnny: And this is why every time, when people talk, “oh yeah except for rape and incest”, the rapists and the incest love this kind of stuff.

Mark: Absolutely.

Johnny: They love it.

Mark: That exception protects them and Planned Parenthood’s nationwide pedophile protection racket, and I’m going to tell you something else, when people donate money to Planned Parenthood - they support this organization - they are guilty of the rape of these children. Because of this child’s abuse and she has said, the abuse continued and obviously it did, if you get a girl pregnant three times in six months, you’re not wasting anytime after each abortion. Right?

Troy: And you know, just prior to this, the Ohio case came out and this woman cried to her counselor at the abortion clinic, “I’m being abused, I’m being forced to sleep with my father”. They did absolutely nothing.

Cheri: But these people care so much about women. Come on guys.

Mark: They care about these young girls, right.

Cheri: Yeah, women’s rights; come on.

Troy: They could have ignored the first hit on the child predator, they could have ignored the second hit, but now, as you said, it’s exploding across the nation. And these young girls are hearing about it and they’re coming out and speaking about it publicly.

Mark: Well, in this particular case in Ohio, for those who don’t know, this is the second lawsuit against the same Planned Parenthood. Last year they were charged with failure to meet the state’s Parental Notification requirement, in that they allowed the mid-twenty year old rapist of this child, to sign in as her father in order to do the abortion to cover up the rape. Now what’s happened is, like Troy was saying, a man is incesting his own daughter, as it now turns out he has been indicted, and as the police are saying, he forced her to actually live as his wife. She was sleeping in the bed with him every night, ecetera. He took her to Planned Parenthood to cover up the rape, she told the Planned Parenthood people what was going on, they did the abortion, no report, sent them on their way, and the abuse continued. And now the girl has come forward and is suing Planned Parenthood for allowing this to continue on. And this is what’s got to happen. This is what’s got to happen. Because this is going on thousands of times a day at these abortion clinics in Planned Parenthood facilities all over the United States, and finally people are now starting to come forward with it. And the other thing is: in the production of documents that Planned Parenthood was forced to give to the attorney in this case, a man named Brian Hurley in Cincinnati, they found one of the documents under the heading of Talking: How to Report the Statutory Rape, Mandatory Reporting. It had a hand written note on there, “Don’t ask, don’t tell”. And now Planned Parenthood is claiming, “oh that was just some errant employee that didn’t know what they were doing, just wrote that in there”. But I went back and looked at the transcripts from all of the Ohio calls that we did to the state of Ohio and over and over and over again you heard things like: Don’t tell me that. I don’t want to hear that information. You’ve already given me too much, don’t say anything about that. We don’t want to know how old you are; we don’t want to know how old he is; don’t give us that information. I didn’t hear that. That was over and over and over in calls. It was clear that it was the “don’t ask don’t tell [policy]”. And I furnished a copy of all the tapes from Ohio and all the transcripts for Ohio to the attorney in this case. Planned Parenthood is not going to be able to run away from this, I don’t believe. Speaking of our buddies here at Planned Parenthood, a couple of months ago, we had a young lady on the show named Lila Rose, who had gone to, she’s a student at UCLA and she had gone to the health center there saying that she may be pregnant and so forth, just to see what kind of counseling she would get. What happened was, as she reported on LifeTalk a couple of months ago, the counselor just hammered on her about abortion. “You have to have an abortion; this baby’s going to ruin your life, yadaydaydad. Now, she did something else - she and a friend - she posed as a fifteen year old girl, went to a Planned Parenthood facility with a hidden camera, had a guy with her posing as her twenty-three year old boyfriend. And it’s pretty interesting with what happened. Lila is joining us again, as is her [unintelligible] boyfriend, James O’Keefe. Hello Lila?

Lila: Hi, how are you?

Mark: Just fine. And James, I hear you’re with us too?

James: Yes, good morning.

Mark: Thank you sir. Thanks for being with us.

Troy: Hello.

Cheri: The dynamic duo.

Mark: They dynamic duo, yes.

Troy: YouTube stars.

Mark: As I understand it Lila, what happened here, is that you told them you were fifteen, they kind of started hedging around about they would have to report that, and then told you to tell them that you were sixteen and to come up with a date. Is that what happened?

Lila: Exactly. First Planned Parenthood employee that I spoke with as a fifteen-year-old girl told me to just figure out a birthday that worked. “And I don’t know this”.

Mark: Right. I have the copy here, the transcript, from the actual tape, and it’s all over YouTube and all over the Internet now. And it says, Staff: “If you’re fifteen we have to report it, if you’re not, if you’re older than that we don’t need to”. So you said, “Ok. But if I just say I’m fifteen then that’s different, so I could say.” And they interrupted, Staff: “You could say sixteen”. You said, “ I could say sixteen?” Planned Parenthood Staff: “Yes”. “Ok yeah, so I would just write sixteen”. She says, “Well, just figure out a birth date that works and I don’t know anything.” After our undercover investigation, and things like this, how can any sane person in this world deny that these people are doing exactly what I said, which is operating a nationwide pedophile protection ring. This is the largest criminal conspiracy in American history, and that’s what’s going on here and the victims are children.

Cheri: And we keep sending them more money to do it.

Mark: Absolutely. Hey, James.

James: Yes.

Mark: You’re there as the twenty-three year old boyfriend, right?

James: Yes.

Mark: Did anybody confront you?

James: No. They were very gentle with me. When they found out my age, they didn’t even react. The second Planned Parenthood we went into… I said I was twenty-three and the woman brought us inside her office and counseled us very gently and told us that when she was a young girl she had a baby and if she could do it over again she would not have the baby. So nobody reacted to my age. Nobody cared that we were seven years different and that it was illegal.

Mark: You know, I keep on getting criticized, I get criticized sometimes even from pro-lifers when I say that these people are pathologically evil. And they’ll say, “oh we can’t be calling them names, their just people who are a little confused, we have to minister to them”.  No, they are evil. If a woman can sit there and say to you, “I had my baby and I now wish I had killed the baby”, that person is evil. I don’t care what anybody says, anything else they say about them. And for her to sit there and try to counsel you basically, in a sense, that she’s telling you that this relationship is ok, is that correct?

James: Yeah, exactly.

Mark: Lila, were you there in that session?

Lila: Yeah we were both in the counseling session.

Mark: Did she say anything to you like, “hey darling, you don’t need to be in this relationship with this older man”. Did she say anything like that?

Lila: She said that, the main thing that she talked about was that abortion would be ok, kind of, like you don’t have to worry about it. And when I told her, “ I know I’m fifteen, he’s twenty-three”, she said, “Don’t worry, we don’t have to report that. Don’t worry, we won’t report that”. 

James: The main thing she emphasized was to not be concerned that you were going to get in trouble. And she brought us into a private office, away from everyone, and was very gentle with us, and basically just calmed our fears and said, “you know, if I could do it over again I wouldn’t have my pregnancy”. That’s the one thing that really shocked us.

Lila: And this was the manager of the Planned Parenthood.

Cheri: How did y’all respond to that…when she said that she regretted having her child?

James: Lila’s response I remember clearly was, “Wow”. She really said, “Wow”, and if you go to the audiotape you can actually hear her saying, “Wow”.

Cheri: Nice for this kid to know that, huh.

Mark: I was fixin’ to say what if her child hears this tape? What does this child think? My mother wishes she would have killed me?

Lila: That would be terrible.

James: Well her children are now, I think, twelve and sixteen years old, from what she’s told us.

Mark: I don’t care if you’re forty it would impact you.

Cheri: Yeah.

Lila: Yeah.

Mark: I mean, my mother and father are dead but if my parents were alive and my mother came out now, I’m fifty-nine years old, if she came out and said…

Lila: Hopefully, she was doing this behind a lie in order to encourage me to get an abortion. Hopefully it was just the tactics she was using to sell an abortion to me, instead of an actual truth thing.

Troy: That’s the point we always make, they’re here to cover up for these child predators and sell abortions. They’re not here to counsel of course, they’re here to sell one product and that is child killing.

Johnny: And the worst thing Troy, me and you, and Mark too, we know it as advocates for life; as men, they’re always criticizing us. Oh, what is this, this is a woman’s issue. You’re men and du-du-du-du. And here’s a man who’s a predator and they love it.

Mark: And he’s bringing the victim in with him.

Troy and Cheri: Yeah.

Mark: So they’re sitting right there in front of the…

Cheri: Cheering him on.

Mark: What they believe is a statutory rape victim and the rapists and it’s like, oh yeah. But you know why they’re doing this? 

Cheri: Money.

Mark: Well yeah, but I’m saying, do you know why they have this attitude? It’s because it’s something that they see everyday, all day. And this is how they deal with it. Did any of them, both of y’all are saying that they, none of them tried to counsel you against this relationship. Did any of them show any surprise or shock or condemnation or anything of it?

Lila and James: No.

Lila: No.

Mark: This is business as usual. Right?

Lila: Right.

Cheri: Good product.

Mark: And see, that’s the most important thing, when we did our undercover investigation, I remember Ed coming in one day, Ed Zielinski, the attorney who oversaw all the calls, and he said, the most shocking thing about this is that it is just business as usual for these people. And we’ve got some of them on tape saying that, “oh yeah, yeah”, when our actress would start talking about her age and everything, they would interrupt her and say, “listen I don’t need to know all of that. We deal with this all the time, here’s how we handle it”. 

Lila: Wow.

Mark: So it was the business as usual aspect of it that was so shocking. 

Lila: Wow.

Mark: And that’s what you guys found.

Lila: Wow. And Mark you’re investigation that you did gave us an idea about that and we knew that the incredible things that you found… being that, so many, over 90% of these Planned Parenthoods do cover up statutory rape. So we wanted to see how it was in Los Angeles and we found the results duplicated a 100%. The first two Planned Parenthoods that we went into, both cases, they covered up statutory rape.

Mark: It’s astonishing. It truly is. And I want to applaud you guys on what you’ve done. I know Planned Parenthood is threatening you and you’ve had to turn the tapes back over to them, but it doesn’t matter because they’re out there on the internet and they can’t do anything about the other people who have them. That’s the good news about this thing. 

Johnny: And I would say too, Mark, just listening to her and James working with her, there’s hope for the future.

Cheri: Yes.

Mark: Absolutely.

Johnny: You’re talking about some solid children. I see she’s an editor-in-chief for the Advocate at UCLA. Here’s a journal that knows how to do it.  Let’s find the facts, let’s get the facts, and she can prove what’s happening. Man if every news outlet person, every editor-in-chief was this determined to get the facts in a situation…

Mark: You know what the difference between those people you’re talking about and these two right here, these two aren’t sold out to the abortion industry.

Troy: Right.

Mark: And the rest of them are owned, lock, stock and barreled. Don’t make any mistake about it, the American news media in this country is owned, lock, stock and barrel by Planned Parenthood and the abortion industry and these guys aren’t.

Lila: Exactly. In fact, even though Fox News covered us on TV and we were covered by a lot of media we were seriously not even mentioned in the Los Angeles Times. A very liberal and pro-abortion, pro-Planned Parenthood paper.

Mark: Absolutely.

Lila: So, there were some shocking ways that some news media didn’t even cover the story because, like you said, they are a support of Planned Parenthood, very much, and they would never ever report anything bad about them.

Mark: Absolutely. If they had infiltrated a diocesan office of the Catholic Church and got the exact same situation, she could have sold that tape to NBC, ABC, CBS or whoever for whatever amount of money that she wanted for it. They would have given her a million, I’m serious, they would have given a million dollars for a tape of the exact same thing about the diocesan of Los Angeles and that would have been on the evening news of all three stations that night. That’s a promise. And again, people know that watch this show, I’m not Catholic, so I’m not defending the Catholic church, I’m just saying that we have seen a total double standard between how the media is treating the Catholic Church problem and this problem here. And this problem here has exponentially more victims than were ever, even alleged in the Catholic Church. 

Troy: But as we started this segment off with, this news is getting out. They can’t keep it under wraps any longer. This child protection pedophile ring was exposed by you several years ago and is just seeping out the edges right now. It’s hemorrhaging.

Mark: Well, we’re going to keep the pressure up and especially with good people like Lila and James out there. Well listen, thank you guys for joining us.

Lila: Thank you.

James: Thank you very much.

Cheri: Thanks guys.

Mark: Thank you.

Cheri: Keep up the good work.

Mark: Absolutely. Now let’s check in with Father Frank and Janet Morana in this month’s Gospel of Life. Father Frank.

Father Frank: Well, thank you Mark. Brothers and sisters very often we don’t see the results of our pro-life activity. On today’s Gospel of Life segment, we’re going to see some of those results. Together with Janet Morana, our associate director, I have with me today Helena Dennis and her daughter, Guadalupe. Now let me give you the background of who they are and then they are going to talk to us about their story. In November of 1994, I was traveling in Orlando, Florida for a routine speaking engagement. We were praying at the abortion facility that morning and Helena was inside the abortion facility. She was in the waiting room ready for her name to be called so that she could have her abortion. And she’s going to tell us how and why she changed her mind that day, and decided to bring that child to birth. And now we have Helena and that child with us, and her name is Guadalupe. Welcome to you both.

Helena: Thank you, thank you for having us.

Father Frank: It really is a blessing, as I mentioned, to see the good fruit of pro-life efforts because we know that many, many children just like you are saved at the abortion facilities and are saved by all the other activities of the pro-life movement: whether their educational or political or many different aspects of the movement are saving lives everyday. We don’t always get the chance to journey with the families that we save from abortion over so many years. And we’ve known each other now for about twelve years. Bring us back to that day when you were in the abortion facility. First of all, how did you get there?

Helena: Well, her biological father’s family, their pro-choice, and they kept telling me that this was the only choice I had, was to have an abortion. Said that I was a single mom and that another child would ruin my life. 

Father Frank: You went into the clinic, what was it like?

Helena: It’s sad; it was a sad place. It was very, everybody there was sad, everybody. It was very quite, I walked in and you know, they ask you if you have the money. We went to the back and they did a small blood test on me and they just told me to sit down and wait until my name was called so that I could get my robe. And then, from there, you sit in a room where they have chairs and women sit there with their robes and wait for them to be called in.

Father Frank: Do they give you any counseling?

Helena: No, none at all. They didn’t even do a sonogram to make sure that I was under three months.

Father Frank: They were afraid to see you Guadalupe. They were afraid to see you. What happened next? 

Helena: Well, I just looked out the window and I saw you and all the pro-lifers out there praying to the Virgin of Guadalupe. And I used the excuse to smoke a cigarette and I went outside. And as soon as I came outside you came and you started counseling me and you told me that I didn’t have to do this. And I guess that’s what I needed to hear. That I didn’t have to do that and that my baby wouldn’t ruin my life and that it was going to be ok. That God wouldn’t give me anything I couldn’t handle.

Janet: So then, when you said that Father Pavone was out there on the sidewalk that’s what made you come out, was it because you saw a priest? Right?

Helena: Oh yeah.

Janet: You know, we always tell the clergy and try to encourage them to join the pro-lifers out there praying, because when the girls see a priest it sometimes resonates with you’re upbringing as a child.

Helena: I was [unintelligible] Catholic my whole life. My family is very Catholic and I was brought up in a Catholic school and when I saw your collar that represents to me, you know, a very respectful person and I just couldn’t go through with it. After seeing you there, I had to come outside.

Father Frank: And of course, you made reference already to the Virgin Mary of Guadalupe, or Lady of Guadalupe, in that famous image of her carrying a child, she’s pregnant and of course she’s the patroness of the pro-life movement and of the unborn. So you’re named after, as you know, a very special mother of all of us. What are you’re thoughts and feelings about all of this?

Guadalupe: Well, pretty much, not that much because I’m grateful that my mom didn’t have the abortion. And that I’m here today. 

Father Frank: Tell us, you have already saved another life yourself. Tell us about that story.

Guadalupe: Ugh, see, there’s this lady that I know when she was going to have an abortion at pretty much when she wasn’t suppose to have one, she was like six months pregnant or something like that with the baby. She was going to have the abortion and I told her not to because she had already had kids and you know, the kids were looking for a brother or a sister. And I figured, hey, tell her not to do it, because I’m here today because my mom didn’t do it. And that baby’s here today because she didn’t do it.

Father Frank: So, you said you told her not to have the abortion and she didn’t. That is great. What do you want to be when you get bigger?

Guadalupe: A doctor.

Father Frank: And what do you want to do as a doctor.?

Guadalupe: I want to help babies.

Janet: Now, Guadalupe, people might be wondering how did you find out that you were nearly aborted? I mean, that’s a pretty startling piece of information to find out. How did your mom tell you what happened?

Guadalupe: Well, I was at school one day and my, I can’t remember, but it was my nurse or teacher, something like that, and she told me that she wouldn’t call my dad because I was sick that day, she told me she wouldn’t call my dad and I said, “Why?” And she told me he’s not my real father, so I went home that day and I went home and said, “Mom, is daddy my real dad?” And she told me the whole story and that’s what happened.

Janet: So, how did that make you feel at the point? I mean now you found out, because the reason I’m asking this is, so many people are afraid to tell their children the truth about these kind of things. And here your mom was really honest with you and told you the whole truth. That didn’t affect you’re relationship, you two seem like you are just as close as ever. So how did you feel when you found that out?

Guadalupe: Well, I felt grateful that I’m still here and she didn’t have it and that my mom finally found somebody. Because she told me that she wanted to have it because she figured that I wouldn’t have a father or anything, but here I am today with a father and mom.

Janet: So, there’s a happy story, that a wonderful man came into both of you’re lives. Right? And married your mommy and you have other brothers now and you’re a whole family. Those are all the fears I think that everyone was pressuring your mom about, that her life would be wrecked and she’ll never get anywhere and she won’t have a husband and everything turned out fine, didn’t it? It’s great.

Father Frank: You know, Guadalupe has already been on television, you were on my Defending Life program on EWTN and you were only about a year and a half old. And of course, I had the privilege of baptizing you and you weren’t speaking then, but you were giving witness because we did the baptism in front of a whole full church on a Sunday morning. It was really inspiring because we were really celebrating a victory of life, the victory over abortion.  Helena, I would like for you to speak directly to our viewers, these are, many of them pro-life leaders themselves, activists, side-walk counselors, and people who are doing a wide variety of other pro-life work that’s helping people just like you. Share a message with them from your heart.

Helena: Well, you’re doing the right thing out there, you’re saving these babies and for every woman that walks in there, I know that they don’t want to be in there. They just think that they have to be there and that’s you’re job, to tell them that they don’t have to be there, that there is life, and that there is hope. And that’s what you all do, so keep doing it and thank you so much for everybody that was there that day. I am so glad that you saved me and Guadalupe.

Father Frank: Guadalupe, would you say something for the viewers?

Guadalupe: Thank you for convincing my mom into not having the abortion, that it wasn’t right to do it because if my mom would have had the abortion I wouldn’t be here today and I would have been sad.

Father Frank: And thank you both for having the courage to share your story. Now you’re going to continue to be active in the pro-life movement. Aren’t you? And give you opportunities to speak in different parts of the country.

Helena: Yes, I want women out there to know that it’s not hopeless and that having a baby is a blessing. It’s just been a blessing in my life.

Father Frank: Yes.

Janet: Guadalupe is a real blessing to everybody, right?

Father Frank: Everybody.

Helena: Everybody.

Father Frank: Well, thank you all, and thank you brothers and sisters. Now I want to issue an invitation. Helena has shared her story just as many women do who almost abort their children and then change their mind. And just as many women share their testimony who have made the mistake of abortion and are now in the process of healing. There are many out there who have gone through this and have not yet shared their testimony and I want to invite them to come forward and to contact us in the pro-life movement and to begin sharing your testimony. I also want to issue an invitation to all those who have survived abortion. Think of how many children the pro-life movement has saved over these decades since Roe vs. Wade. And how many of these children who were saved are teenagers and young adults, it’s time for you to come forward as well, to be the voice and face of the pro-life movement in these years just as Guadalupe is and you see how well she speaks about this. She’s not afraid to say who she is and why she’s alive. We need the survivors to come forward, those who were carried into these abortion facilities, nearly aborted, but by the grace of God intervening in that situation are now alive and with us. The problem with abortion in the minds of so many people is that it’s just an abstraction, it’s just a word, people don’t realize that we’re talking about real living children. Living children in the womb, children who could be living outside the womb. Testimonies like this take away the abstraction, they make it real and it’s so persuasive. So to all of those who have survived abortion, who know their story, now is the time to come forward and speak. You can contact us at Priests for Life, and we’ll put you in touch with other survivors, we’ll put you in contact with groups and individuals that can continue to help you to be a mouthpiece for the Gospel of Life. Brothers and sisters, I look forward to hearing from you, I look forward to continuing to visit so many of you in your communities across the country. Continue to do the outstanding pro-life work that you are doing, we at Priests for Life are joined with you in heart and spirit. That’s all for today’s segment. Now Mark, back to you.

Mark: Thanks Father Frank. Now you know, I am sometimes given to hyperbole. And you guys have always heard me say many times that what I believe is destroying this country is the judiciary. You’ve heard me say, I think we’ve got judges in this country, whether you’re talking about on the Federal bench, or the state bench or whatever, that are putting people in prison who are less guilty of crimes than the judges are. The judges are the ones who ought to be put in prison. And our Supreme Court is the classic example of that. But something happened up in Idaho that I found very interesting and it reinforces my hyperbole on that particular subject. An organization up there sent out a questionnaire to nineteen people, nineteen candidates seeking to fill a vacancy on the Idaho Supreme Court. This is the Idaho Values Alliance that did this. What they did was, they took language right out of the Idaho Constitution, State Constitution, and asked them if they… asked these candidates if they supported that language. In other words, do you support, would you uphold this language as a member of the Idaho Supreme Court? The Idaho Values Alliance, as I said, was the one that did this and their director- Bryan Fischer, is with us. Hello, Bryan.

Bryan: Hello Mark, good to chat with you.

Mark: Nice to talk to you sir. Is what I’m saying accurate… that you sent this questionnaire to these people, and you took language directly out of your state’s constitution and asked them if they supported that language? Is that correct?

Bryan: Well, that is absolutely accurate. But what we did not do, is that we did not tell these nineteen candidates, initially, where we got the language.

Mark: You just asked them if… Yeah.

Bryan: Part of it was to see if whether these candidates, we only have five Justices on our Idaho Supreme Court, so it’s extremely important that we make good choices in their replacements. And I, in part, wanted to see if these candidates were even familiar with the language of our state’s constitution. So all twenty statements that we put in this questionnaire were drawn verbatim, word for word, lifted right out of the Idaho State Constitution. For reasons perhaps known only to them, not a single one of these candidates returned our questionnaire. Even though all we were asking them to do was to let the public in Idaho know whether or not they agreed with the principles that are found in our state’s constitution. And included is a very clear statement in our Idaho State Constitution that “men posses the unalienable right to life”. So that becomes a critical issue because our Supreme Court, they have occasion to deal with pro-life legislation, whether it’s parental consent or viewing an ultra-sound legislation, or Planned Parenthood funding, or Medicare funding and so we felt that was a very important question to ask. And so, the bottom line is, either these candidates did not even recognize that this language was drawn from our state constitution, which is pretty alarming all by itself, or they did recognize that it’s coming from the constitution but were unwilling to tell the public whether or not they agreed with it… and that’s even worse. 

Mark: Isn’t that amazing, do you find that amazing, Johnny?

Johnny: Incredible.

Troy: Now, when they’re sworn in do they say that they promise to uphold the state constitution? Right?

Bryan: Yes, and well I had one candidate, actually, I heard from five or six of the candidates explaining to me why they could not fill out this questionnaire. And one of them said, “well I can’t comment on any issue that might come before the court”. So, in essence what he was saying to the public of Idaho, “I am not willing to tell you that if I was on the Supreme Court I would be guided by the state constitution in the decisions that I would make”. You know, one analogy I use is imagine somebody wanted to be an  umpire in a baseball league and he went to interview with the team that was going to select the umpires for the league, and they asked him, “Well, do you agree with the rules of baseball?”  Well, of course I do”. “Well, what about the three strikes and your out rule?” “Well, you know, I really can’t comment on that because I might actually have to call balls and strikes, so I can’t comment on any issue that might come up while I’m actually on the field to play”.

Troy: That’s a great analogy.

Mark: Yeah it is. And these are the sort of things that people would, if you made this up in a comedy skit, everybody would say, well you can’t do that, that’s illogical, nobody would do that. But here it is in real life.

Bryan: You know, the reality is, this replacement is going to be one of the five judges on our Idaho Supreme Court, and the reality, is the public is going to have no idea what kind of judicial philosophy this judge is going to have because they are unwilling to tell us. 

Mark: Well, I know one of them here that was in this article in WorldNet Daily, it said, you asked them, the question you asked was… question one asked the candidates whether they would agree with the following statement, “The founders of the state of Idaho were grateful to God for our freedom”. That’s a simple statement. Do you agree with that or not? They wouldn’t answer even though the preamble to your state constitution says- QUOTE- “We the people of the State of Idaho, grateful to Almighty God for our freedom”. Right?

Bryan: Well, and that’s the alarming thing about this is that statement that the citizens of  Idaho were grateful to Almighty God for our freedom, those are the very first words in our Idaho state constitution. So if you had read the constitution at all that would be the very first thing that you would have read. Yet these candidates were unwilling to say whether they even agreed with that historical fact and whether they agreed with that language in our state constitution. 

Mark: It’s astonishing. 

Troy: …being in this world of political correctness and people are unwilling to respond one way or the other lest they be boxed in to a particular position. And that’s why I liked Bryan’s actions here because it flushes them out and it forces them to declare that the constitution is something that they are sworn to uphold. I applaud these efforts.

Mark: But it’s clear to me that the constitution of the state of Idaho is irrelevant to these people, it’s a meaningless document.

Troy: No, I would say that they’re just afraid to declare, they’re just afraid to talk about it. Because of the era that we live in, people are afraid to state a position one way or the other because then it might affect their position in a higher office.

Mark: I think all we’ve proven here is that you’re nicer than I am. 

Troy: Now, that would be an amazing thing if Troy’s nicer than Mark. I vote now.

Bryan: The striking thing in Idaho is that probably the best jurist that we have on our current Supreme Court is a man by the name of Dan Heisman, and he ran for state Supreme Court in 2000. He was sent an extensive questionnaire of seventy-five questions. He and his opponent were both sent this questionnaire which was far more extensive than our questionnaire, it even asked these candidates whether they believed in the theory of evolution or not. And Judge Heisman answered every question and his information was made available to the public. His opponent in that election refused to fill out the questionnaire, in fact it came back to the office of the people who prepared the questionnaire with a profanity scrawled across it. The same profanity that Senator McCain recently used in the amnesty debate. And that was her attitude towards the citizens and toward their desire to get more information. But when Judge Heisman filled out this questionnaire, gave this information to the public, they could clearly see that he was a judge that was going to rule according to the rule of law. And he won that election fifty-nine percent to forty-one percent, which was just a landslide in political circles. So, it clearly demonstrates that there’s precedent for judges filling out these questionnaires and making this information available to the public. And in that case it turned out to be a very costly thing for a candidate not to let the public know where they stood.

Mark: Well Bryan, congratulations on the job you did, it was great. You’re shining the light on these people.

Bryan: Great, well thank you very much, it was a privilege to chat with you. And I’ll let you know how things turn out. 

Mark: Thank you for being with us.

Bryan: All right, you bet, thank you.

Johnny: I’m still concerned just like you start, when you start it off, it’s scary to think that either these judges are too dumb to not even know their own constitution or else it meant nothing to them.

Mark: It doesn’t; it means nothing to them.

Troy: Well, I still say they’re afraid. That they’re just cowering in fear. You know, if you’re sitting on the fence you have to fall one way or the other.

Mark: So I’m saying that they’re evil, you’re saying that their cowards. Either way, they can’t win.

Cheri: How about “they’re evil cowards?”

Mark: Right.

Troy: In Revelation, it says the first ones cast into Hell are the cowards.

Mark: Right.

Troy: I’ve got no room in my life for people who are afraid.

Mark: Well, the other thing, before we move on, we’re out of time on that, the other thing we need to make sure people understand… this is not an Idaho problem; this would be no different if it were Texas, Alabama, New York, California.

Troy: We see the same thing in the Supreme Court.

Mark: Absolutely.

Troy: Interview of Alito and Roberts and everybody else.

Mark: On the Federal level, but it’s the same deal. Listen, I often encourage people on the show that they need to go to the Pro-life America forum at prolifeamerica.com. It’s by far the best abortion related forum on the Internet. If you go on there the most valuable thing that you can get off of there is to see the convoluted and bizarre thinking of the pro-aborts in coming on there and trying to defend the pro-abortion position. You’ve got a quote there that came off of the forum, and I’m going to get you to read that in a minute, but I want to make sure that people understand what this is. This is a woman who gave so - just totally off the wall - defense of abortion that would apply to a born person too. And so somebody came back on the forum and said, ok well that would apply to you, should we be allowed to kill you then because the standard that you just raised could apply to a born person too. Read what her response to this was… 

Cheri: “I’m a feeling, rational being with an experiential welfare, so I have all of the morally relevant characteristics that necessarily depend on my particular mental and feeling capacities including the ability to feel pain, seeing myself over time being self-aware, being able to make moral decisions, pursue long-term goals, contribute to my society, give to charity, enjoy continuing happiness with my husband, and I have a conscience interest in my own continued existence, etc. Those things should be taken into consideration when making moral decisions about my life, including decisions about whether it’s acceptable to kill me. By utilitarian calculation I’m harmed to a greater extent for being killed than a person is harmed for being told not to kill me and likewise I’m benefited more profoundly for being protected than someone is benefited for the trivial satisfaction they get from killing me, so I have a claim to a moral value that justifies protecting my life.”

Cheri: What!? What!?

Troy: I love it. That is so good.

Mark: Let me tell you something, this is what these people are reduced to.

Troy: That’s right.

Mark: Because you see this sort of thing, this is not an unusual deal, if you go on to the forum you’ll see this sort of thing repeated over and over and over again.

Cheri: I’ve read it three times and I’m still going, huh? 

Mark: Right.

Troy: Remember what the Scripture says, “Where there are many words sin is not lacking”. 

Mark: Right.

Troy: Look, that’s an alphabet soup of sin.

Mark: This is how the Choice Mafia in America thinks. And it’s part of something that I’ve talked with all of y’all about before. It would be funny if we weren’t talking about it defending the killing of children.

Troy: They used to say, it’s just a clump of cells. I should be able to kill it. Now they go through this huge convoluted process, and you go, what are you talking about?

Johnny: What interests me is the way she goes through the same, “don’t kill me.”

Mark: Right. 

Johnny: You know, all of a sudden it’s a big, long, oh it’s just a glob of tissue, oh it’s nothing, it’s good. But come, oh now, with me and then she comes into this long….

Mark: Right, she has to force her words, and you see this over and over again. And it’s what we’ve talked about before, in the early days of this battle it was that the unborn is just a glob of cells, when we defeated that argument it was, ok it’s human, but it’s not a human being. When we defeated that argument, ok it’s a human being but it’s not a person. When we defeated that argument, ok it’s a person but it’s not murder. Then we defeated that argument, nowadays you have, and you can find on this forum, you can have pro-aborts on there saying, as some abortionists are now saying, yes it’s murder, there’s not doubt about it, it’s the murder of a living human being, but here’s the justification for it. And so we have kind of evolved over time in what their argument is. Now once you get to the point, and that’s what happened here, with this woman, because she was basically, before this statement, she was basically saying, yeah we understand that it’s the killing of a living human being, but we kill living human beings all the time. Right? So what’s the problem? And then somebody said, well what about if someone… then it’s their choice to kill you, and then that’s when she came back with this. This gobiligoo. You have to be crazy as a drug store rat to come up with this.

Troy: The frightening part of this…

Mark: They believe it.

Troy: Yeah, the way they believe it, but two is she uses the word moral. 

Mark: Right.

Troy: And this is the area that we have to be very careful in because the pro-abortion groups are now starting to co-opt the religious position that they have the moral superiority to take the life of an innocent human being. In Wichita, Mr. George Tiller has a chaplain that comes…

Cheri: Mr. Mr.

Troy: He’s not a doctor; he’s an abortionist, and he’s a Mr. not a Dr…

Mark: He’s not even a Mr.

Troy: Well, the abortionist brings in a chaplain and they pray over these women and they baptize these dead babies. And so there’s this mingling of what is absolutely right written about in the Scripture and that which is morally reprehensible. And they blur the lines to the point where there is no difference.

Cheri: It’s so they can feel good. They can feel good about what they did.

Mark: They have this kind of Oprah moment.

Cheri: That Oprah moment and it doesn’t matter what they’ve done and what we know to  be right and wrong and black and white and to be truth, it makes them feel  better to go through all of that. Oh, it must not be so bad because we’ve had a baptism.

Troy: Disengaged mind and just feel ok.

Mark: But let me tell you something. 

Cheri: I want to talk to those women that have gone a little while after doing it.

Troy: Because you know the difference.

Cheri: You bet cha.

Mark: Absolutely. You know, what makes it possible for them to do things like that - to bring this character in there who deposits himself as a minister of the Gospel - and then works with George Tiller and gives these people this kind of moral cover that what they’re doing is moral and Christian. The reason that that’s even possible is because the real church out there keeps its mouth shut and because the real church is silent, it allows this sort of thing to happen. Because the real church that is standing in America is standing for nothing today and so that allows these guys to come out and say, “well, basically I’m not contradicting anything the real church is saying so I must be right.”

Troy: Their afraid to make a statement on absolute truth.

Cheri: Evil cowards. Evil cowards.

Mark: Right.

Johnny: I would advise anybody… you said Tiller actually has a chaplain come in?

Troy: Absolutely.

Mark: Oh yeah.

Johnny: I would advise anybody…

Cheri: Before they go to the incinerator.

Johnny: …besides getting out of the church that Tiller goes to, I would get out of any church that the chaplain is going to too. Any time a guy can sit in your congregation and feel comfortable something is wrong.

Mark: Listen, we have a tape in there of Flip Benham debating that chaplain, Gardener, is his name, debating him. You sit there and you listen to the guy and you think, can this guy be for real? I mean, is he honestly sitting there saying he’s a minister of the Lord Jesus Christ but I work for this abortionist to give him moral cover for what he’s doing? And it’s exactly what’s happening, and yeah, he believes it.

Cheri: And what’s sad is that other people believe it, they hear him…

Mark: That’s the sad part.

Cheri: And they are like sheep and they believe, well he said it, it must be ok.

Troy: And if you expose an absolute truth - abortion is murder - the Scriptures teach that abortion is murder…

Mark: Right.

Troy: Then they turn around and say no, it’s ok to do that.

Mark: It is astonishing. It really is, and again, we’re out of time but the problem is what you just mentioned, is the people that accept it. There have always been evil people like this. And it’s kind of like if you watch Rosie O’ Donnell, she makes one of these outrageous statements, the problem isn’t Rosie O’ Donnell, the problem is the two hundred people in the audience that clap. That’s the problem. 

Cheri: That’s right.

Mark: Thanks. That’s all the time we have for this show, but we’ll be back in July. Until then, remember, Life Dynamics is not here to put up a good fight, we’re here to win because winning is how the killing stops. See you next month.
